 Thirty-two people representing 21 churches attended 
the February 2 Executive Committee Meeting.  We had a blessed 
time of hearing what God is doing in and through the associa-
tion.  God has blessed us financially with a great 2005 (more 
contributions than the budget called for and fewer expenses than 
the budget called for).  Thanks to all the churches who contribute 
to the ministries of the Mallary Baptist Association.   What if all 
of our churches gave at least 3% to the association:  imagine 
what God could do through us?  The Personnel Committee gave 
a report of the actions taken on January 18 in reference to the 
Ministry Assistant position.  The committee also approved a 90 
day probationary period for all employees of the association 
unless waived by the committee. 
 The Executive Committee approved the plan that I sug-
gested to determine the future direction for the association.

At this meeting a smaller team would be selected (by call-
ing and interest) to take the insights shared as well as other infor-
mation needed to develop a strategy for the future of the associa-

nual Meeting, October 19, and approved then. 
I hope that you will begin praying now for this process.  More 
details will be forthcoming.
