Director of Missions Thoughts            
 In an article in Outreach Magazine (May/June, 2006), 
“The American Church in Crisis”, seven startling facts were 
given: 
1.  Less than 20% of Americans regularly attend church. 
2.  American church attendance is steadily declining. 
3.  Only one state’s church attendance is outpacing its  
population growth - Hawaii. 
4.  Mid-sized churches are shrinking; the smallest and largest 
churches are growing. 
5.  Established churches (40-190 years old) are, on average, 
declining. 
6.  The increase in churches is only ¼ of what’s needed to 
keep up with population growth. 
7.  In 2050, the percentage of the population attending 
church will be almost half of what it was in 1990—11%. 
 

Another statistic that I heard recently without remembering 
its source is that 48 churches a week are closing their doors 
(all denominations). 
 
 What does all of this say about where we are in reaching 
a lost world for Christ?  Could it be that we need to rethink 
what we are doing or not doing in our present churches?  
Could it be that we need to start more churches to reach dif-
ferent population segments?  Food for thought!!!
