Director Of Missions Thoughts 
 I am grateful for the 13 representing seven churches who 
participated with six from the GBC in our recent PROBE.  
We prayed to see our area with God�s eyes and He answered 
our prayers.  Several areas were targeted for ministry.  The 
Evangelism/Missions Team will prioritize those areas at its 
January meeting.  Please pray that this team will know God�s 
priority for potential ministry points. 
 Of course,  African-American church plants were revealed 
as a need.  This should come as no surprise to any of us as 
the African-American community is the largest people group 
in Dougherty County and we only have one African-
American church in our association.  Will you pray for guid-
ance as to how we as an association should be involved with 
this people group? 
 I know many of you question why we need to plant new 
churches.  Fact:  All of our churches together only baptized 
566 people last year.  I wonder how many of these were 
unchurched people as compared to internal church growth.  
Fact:  More unchurched people are reached for the Lord 
through new church starts than existing churches.  We need 
all kinds of means to reach the unchurched.  
 Here are some startling statistics shared with us at the 
PROBE meeting.  (These statistics are from the Glenmary 
Research Center Survey of Religions Congregations & 
Membership in the U.S. 2000):

  Dougherty  56% 
  Lee  75% 
  Worth  59% 
 
   Not Church Members 
  Dougherty 70% 
  Lee  84% 
  Worth  68% 
 
  Not Attending Worship Services 
  Dougherty 88% 
  Lee  92% 
  Worth  87% 
  
 You might ask how many people we are talking about 
here.  The total population of our three counties is 148,959 
(most recent estimate).  If 70% (that is the figure GBC is 
using for the state) of the population are unbelievers, then 
104, 271 people need Christ in our three counties.  I believe 
that may be a conservative number.  How do we reach 
100,000 people for the Lord by baptizing only 566 a year?    
Somehow we need to accelerate the way we reach these rela-
tives, friends, and neighbors in our area.  Church planting 
has proved to be the most effective way to do this.  Will we 
as an association obey the Great Commission that our Lord 
gave us? 
 I have a dream that one day we will have a majority of 
churches that will be committed to planting new churches by 
providing prayer support, financial support, as well as by 
sending their church members to assist new church starts.  
What an exciting possibility!
