 Martha and I want to wish each of you a very Merry and 
Christ-filled Christmas and a Blessed New Year!  Martha and I 
will spend a few days (December 21-28) in Northern Virginia at 
the home of our son.  All of our children and grandchildren will 
be together.  What a great Christmas gift!   
 We consider it a real blessing to serve with you to advance 
God’s Kingdom in this area.  As we regularly visit churches in 
the association, we are amazed and encouraged at the similari-
ties as well as the differences; yet, we are all a part of the body 
of Christ! 
 Congratulations are in order for two of our churches.  The 
International Mission Board sent Certificates of Recognition to 
two of our churches for their giving to the 2005 Lottie Moon 
Christmas Offering for International Missions.  First Baptist 
Church Albany was recognized for giving the largest amount in 
our association to the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering.  Raleigh 
White Baptist Church was recognized for the largest per capita 
giving to this special offering.  I had the privilege of presenting 
these recognitions in their worship time.  According to our Book 
of Reports our churches gave a total of $206,286 to this offer-
ing.  What a privilege we have to share in supporting over 5,000 
God-called missionaries serving around the world! 
 Although we would like to think that none of our churches 
ever have conflict, it does happen.  I have good news for pastors 
and staff; we will have a Transforming Conflict: from Strife to 
Synergy workshop on Thursday, March 22, 2007, from 8:30 am

case studies, this workshop gives team members insight into the 
principles and processes for managing healthy disagreement.  It 
gives the team common terminology with which to describe the 
subjective, emotional dimension of conflict and ground rules 
which will allow them to manage that conflict effectively.  Mark 
your calendar now and call the office to register. 
 For those churches who are promoting Children’s Bible Drill, 
the date we published for our associational Children’s Bible 
Drill had to be changed because of changes in the date for the 
Regional Bible Drill.  The new date is Thursday, March 29, 
2007 at 6 pm at the Mallary Office.  Please note this change and 
make your preparations accordingly. 
 You may, or may not remember that we had five churches to 
share the Church of the Year award this past church year.  As I 
shared before, this was a first for us to have so many in one 
year.  Just to remind you again, the award is given to the church 
or churches that show gains from the previous year based on 10 
different categories.  In my time of service, the award has gone 
to churches which had gains in at least 8 or more categories. I 
was curious about the history of giving this award.  The first 
year this award was given was 1972.  In that time 32 different 
churches have won the award which also indicates that some 
churches have won it more than once.  In fact, the following 
have been awarded Church of the Year four or more times:  
First Leesburg, First Putney, Gillionville, Kinchafoonee, Lake-
side, Mercedes, Northside, Pine Forest, Sherwood.    The church 
that has won this award the most times (10) is Lakeside.  I think 
this shows that our churches do show growth from time to time.   
All of these churches mentioned are to be commended for their 
labor for the Lord.
