 Director of Missions Thoughts                         
 
“To God be the glory!” expresses for many of us our 

sentiments about the Annual Meeting of the Mallary Baptist As-
sociation held October 18 at Mercedes Baptist Church. 

Mercedes Baptist Church, its pastor, staff, and members 
are to be commended for the way they hosted us.  The hospitality, 
the care, the concern, the cooperative spirit, the wonderful facili-
ties, and the great meal were a blessing to all of us.  Thank you 
Mercedes for a job well done! 

Also we as an association want to thank all who served 
this past year as an officer, team or committee member, or minis-
try leader.  Your participation this past year helped to make it 
another good year in the life of the association.  Thank all of you 
for your service to the Lord through the association. 

We had 120 registered messengers representing 35 
churches at Annual Meeting.  We also had another 48 visitors.  
Thank the Lord for the good attendance and the cooperative spirit. 

This was a significant Annual Meeting because of the 
actions taken.  The association approved the extension of our 
“Albany to Albany Partnership” (Mallary Baptist Association to 
Hudson Baptist Association, New York) for two more years 
through 2009.  Make your plans now to be a part of a mission trip 
to New York next summer.  We also entered into a partnership for 
five years (2008-2013) with the Yucatan Peninsula, Mexico.    
This is in cooperation with the Georgia Baptist Convention.  The 
theme will be “You Can TAN in Yucatan (T-tell, A-assist, N-
nurture).  Begin to make your plans now for mission trips to the 
Yucatan next summer and fall. 

The association also approved the recommendations 
from the Future Direction Team to position the association to re-
spond to the doors the Lord is opening for ministry in our area.  
Several of the significant implementations are:  the establishment 
of Church Planting as a priority and the formation of a Church 
Planting Team to implement this priority; significant money being 
allocated to church planting; the establishment of an Administra-
tive Team to act in between Executive Committee Meetings in 
order to respond more immediately to issues that arise (the Ad-
ministrative Team takes the place of Budget/Finance Team, 
Church Relations Team, Nominating Team, and Personnel 
Team); the soon appointment of a Team to bring recommenda-
tions about changes to the By-Laws to reflect the approved 
changes.  This was a historic moment for the association.  The 
changes are significant and will need the prayer support of the 
entire association for us to implement them as God desires. 

Daryl Price, Church Planting Missionary, challenged us 
to reach the 1,689 lost people per church in our three counties.  
Through the above changes, the association is moving more to-
ward being proactive to reach these people for the Lord.  Truly if 
our churches “serve together to make disciples to impact the 

world (for Christ),” we will begin to reach the almost 100,000 in 
our three counties who are not followers of Christ.  Are you ready 
to cooperate with God in the plans He has for the future of your 
church and the association? 

I want to thank you once again for the privilege to serve 
the Lord as your Director of Missions.  I know I am prejudiced, 
but we have the best association in all of Georgia.  Thanks for 
your cooperation in our “serving together.”  Remember TEAM-
