I hope 
that you also take the time on a regular basis to thank those in your 
lives who bless you each day. 
 Since we will not be sending a newsletter in December, let 
me wish you, on behalf of Martha and me, a very Merry  
CHRISTmas and a Happy New Year! May the message of salvation 
which came as a result of the Christ child being born be foremost in 
our hearts and minds this season! 
 The first Administrative Team meeting was held  
November 20. Although attendance was low because of it being 
Thanksgiving week, there was a cooperative spirit as well as  
excitement about what God is going to do through this team. The 
team carried out the recommendations from the Future Direction 
Team approved at Annual Meeting , reallocation of available funds 
to Church Planting, and appointment of a By-Law Study Team.

April 5, June 21-28, and September 20-27. These will be Saturday 
to Saturday trips leaving out of Albany or Atlanta. The approximate 
cost will be $1,000 per person.  This amount could be higher  
depending on flight cost. The mission projects will be mostly  
evangelistic (prayer walking, Bible distribution, servant evangelism 
acts, Backyard Bible Studies, etc.). There may be the possibility of a 
construction project also.  Please call the office to let us know which 
trip suits your schedule. 
 We are waiting to receive possible dates for the “Albany 
to Albany” Partnership in New York.  The most likely time will be 
in the summer (June or July).
