Thoughts   

        
At the MBA Executive Committee meeting on July 17, 

twenty-three attended representing fifteen churches. We celebrated 
what God has done and is doing in our  association. God continues to 
bless the association financially.  Money has been designated for the 
equipping of our Event Evangelism Trailer. This trailer will be fully 
equipped to  provide all that would be needed for a church to use to 
conduct an evangelistic event—kids bounce house, popcorn machine, 
cotton candy machine, sno-cone machine, sound system, grill, tables, 
supplies, small tents, and a generator. When fully equipped, this 
trailer will be available for churches to check out and use for a small 
fee (yet to be determined) for  replenishing supplies. What a great 
tool this will be for a church to use to reach out to the unchurched! 

Also at the Executive Committee meeting the By-Law 
Study Team presented the proposed changes to the MBA By-Laws 
which was in accordance with Article 10 of the MBA By-Laws which 
states that any proposed changes have to be presented in writing to 
the Executive Committee and then voted on at Annual Meeting. Vot-
ing on the proposed changes will be on the agenda for the Annual     
Meeting. 
 As you have figured out by now, the association has two 
trailers (Shower Trailer and Event Evangelism Trailer) that need a 
secure place for storage and protection. We have also been in       
desperate need of storage space for many aspects of the activities of 
the association. The Fire Marshall  has limited the present use of the 
little storage areas we have. Therefore the Administrative Team   
recommended to the Executive Committee that a garage/storage 
building be built behind the present office building. This project is 
estimated to cost in the neighborhood of $70,000. With the money we  
 presently have on hand, there is a need for us to raise $50,000 so that 
this project can be completed. The Executive Committee approved a 
recommendation that we request each church to contribute $1,000 
over and above what they are  already giving to the association to 
fund this project. It is understood that this may be difficult for some 
of our smaller churches and missions and so it is being recommended 
that the larger churches partner with the smaller churches to make it 
possible for every church to participate. Each church will be asked to 
provide either their contribution or their pledge (for receipt by the end 
of the year) at Annual Meeting. We will have a special time of     
sharing the names of the churches who give or pledge with the grand 
total being announced. Information about this will be sent to church    
leaders soon. What a great way for us to show how working together 
God can use us to accomplish all that He desires! 

I also want to remind you of the resource that is yours that 
is available for use now and that is the MBA Shower Trailer. It is 
available to check out for use by a church at no cost. This is also a 
great resource that the association has for churches to use. 

I would request that you pray for the association as we 
partner with the GBC and the local people in Mexico to develop a 
church planting strategy for the town, Kilometer 80, that we are   
partnering with to plant a church. 

Won’t you come go with Martha and me to visit the places 
of the Bible in Israel?  If you are interested in the Israel Trip,       
December 1-9, 2008, there are still places available. A deposit of 
$250 received by August 31 guarantees your place. The remainder of 
$2750 is due by October 1. If you would like more details, please call 
or email me. 

Please be praying for the ministries (and for me) at the 
2008 Summer Olympics in Beijing, China in August. I will be going 
August 4-16 with a team from Georgia.
