Director of Missions Thoughts   
We were blessed to have 36 in attendance  

representing 17 churches at our recent Mallary Executive 
Committee meeting. There was a good, cooperative spirit. 
We heard reports from the following teams  
Administrative Prayer, Discipleship, and Evangelism/
Mission. We also heard reports from Campus Ministries 
(Darton), Sunday School, VBS, Youth, and WMU. God is 
continuing to work in our association as we follow His 
leadership. 
 We ended 2008 with total income of $199,340.41 
from 44 of our churches. This amount was an increase 
over last year. We spent $196,600.90 for budgeted items. 
It is always a good year when you spend less than your 
income!!! I would encourage those churches who have not 
given to the association to do so in 2009. I would also 
encourage all of our churches to consider increasing their 
contribution to the association in 2009. There is so much 
more we could be doing in ministry if the resources were 
available. We are dependent on God through the churches. 
Remember that the suggested amounts for giving through 
the Cooperative Program and the association are 10% and 
3% respectively of undesignated gifts. If all of our 
churches would have given 3% of their undesignated gifts 
(as reported on the last ACP) to the association, we would 
have received $452,286. Amazing!!! 
 Praise the Lord that we have received $9,202.39 
for the construction of the Garage/Storage Building. That 
is 18.4% of the goal of $50,000 goal for this project. The 
following churches have given the suggested $1,000 per 
church or a portion thereof: Bethel, Evergreen, FBC 
Acree, Isabella, New Union, Pine Forest, Raleigh White, 
Salem, Sumner, Southside, and Union. That is almost 
22% of our churches giving an amount so far. We have 
also received donations from five individuals and the  
offering taken at the 2008 Annual Meeting. The  
association set the goal of having the $50,000 in hand by 
the end of April. If you have been to the office lately, you 
have seen the two trailers (Shower Trailer and Event 
Evangelism Trailer) sitting in the parking lot. We have a 
definite need to protect these resources from the weather 
and otherwise. Please give as the Lord leads you. 
 Please take note in the rest of the newsletter of 
all the upcoming activities in the association. We make 
every effort to provide excellent training events to assist 
you in your churches like Sunday School, Vacation Bible 
School, Evangelism, WMU, and others. Please take  
advantage of these training times.
