 We are in the midst of some challenging times with the 
economy, the challenges to Christians and to churches, and the 
challenge to make a difference as a Christian. Yet, at the same 
time we have the wonderful opportunity to let God do in our lives 
what He desires to do to bring about revival in us, our churches 
and maybe even in our nation. Are we open to let Him do in our 
lives what He has desired to do all along? I want Him to, do you? 
 God continues to show His faithfulness through many of 
the churches of the Mallary Baptist Association in terms of  
providing the resources for the Garage/Storage Building. As of 
last week 22 churches had contributed $1,000 or a portion thereof: 
Bethel, Bridgeboro, Bryant Drive, Byne, East Albany, Evergreen, 
Faith, First Acree, First Leesburg, Gordy-New Bethel, Isabella,  
Kinchafoonee, Lakeside, Liberty, Liberty Hill, New Union, Pine 
Forest, Radium Springs, Salem, Southside, Sumner, and  
Sunnyside. We have received a total of $17, 902.39 which is 36% 
of our goal of $50,000. The site plan is being drawn and will be 
submitted to the proper authorities for approval in preparation for 
receiving a building permit.

We have suggested April 30 as our target date for 
receiving these funds and proceeding. We trust the Lord that our 
resources on hand at that time will be enough to begin the  
building by the end of May. Please join me in prayer about this 
matter. 
 The Event Evangelism Trailer will be busy in the coming 
months. If you want to use the trailer, please call to reserve your 
date and pay the re-supply fee soon. The Evangelism/Missions 
Team will be drawing up guidelines and will likely raise the  
re-supply fee because of the addition of the inflatable slide and 
the cost of other supplies. Just to remind you the Event  
Evangelism Trailer has an inflatable bounce house, and inflatable 
slide (new), a popcorn machine, a sno-cone machine, a cotton 
candy machine, a generator, a sound system, a large grill, and all 
the supplies for making popcorn, sno-cones (except ice), and  
cotton candy.  The dream for the use of this trailer is that it will be 
taken by churches to mobile home parks, apartment complexes, 
projects, parks, and so on for the purpose of drawing people  
together to present the Gospel.  It is an “Event Evangelism” 
Trailer!!!
